If you do not have a current copy of your Unit or District governing documents, the department
office may be able to provide one if it is on file. If it is not, we can provide you with a template
which can be adjusted to suit your Unit’s needs.

The Idaho Constitution and Bylaws committee is now a three-member committee representing
the various areas of the state. We will be providing you the changes that have recently been
made at the Department level which may impact your Unit and District documents. Please
review them and see if adjustments should be made to your Unit or District documents.

You are not in this alone. We are willing and able to help you as you make revisions or even
start from scratch.

If you have suggestions for changes in our Department governing documents, these should be
brought forward through your District at the fall or spring District meeting, then forwarded to
myself or a member of the committee. Ideally any changes being proposed can be presented at
district meetings in the spring so your Unit has time to consider them before convention.
